Introduction
An episiotomy (or Perineotomy) is a minor surgical procedure to widen the opening of the vagina
during childbirth.
During the procedure, you will be positioned on a labour bed, with your feet and legs supported
for the birth. In case any labour or delivery anaesthesia is not given, a local anaesthesia may be
injected into the perineal skin and muscle to numb the tissues before the incision (cut). If epidural
anaesthesia is used, then you will have no feeling from the waist down and no additional
anaesthesia will be needed for episiotomy.
During the second stage of labour (pushing stage), as the foetal head stretches the vaginal opening,
the doctor will use special scissors or a scalpel to make the episiotomy incision.
There are two types of episiotomy incision:
=  Midline or median: A vertical incision will be made from the lower opening of the \
vagina toward the rectum.
=  Medio-lateral: An incision will be made at a 45-degree angle from the lower
opening of the vagina to either side.
The baby and placenta will be delivered. The episiotomy incision will be examined for
any further tearing. A local anaesthesia may be injected into the perineal skin and ﬁ’;‘iﬁﬁ
muscle to numb the tissues. The perineal tissues and muscle will be repaired using y '
sutures, which will dissolve over time.
